of the era, leaving behind a legacy of
resilience and raw character.

The Antepavilion competition is an annual open-
call initiative based in London, inviting architects,
artists, designers, and makers to conceive

and construct experimental structures that
challenge conventional boundaries between art,
architecture, and activism. Established in 2017 by
the Antepavilion charity, the competition provides
a platform for emerging creatives to showcase
their work in prominent urban settings, notably at
its home Hoxton Docks and the Stompie Garden in
SET.

PURPOSE AND PHILOSOPHY

Antepavilion aims to promote independent
thought and symbiosis in the fields of art, craft,
and architecture. The competition encourages
participants to engage with themes such as
sustainability, reuse, and urban intervention,
often prompting critical discourse on planning
regulations and civic space. Notably, the
competition has a history of installations that
provoke dialogue about the role of temporary
structures in urban environments.
